By the end of the conference a collection of papers (ISSN, RSCI) is to be published (by September 30th, 2017) and a special issue of the journal “Media Linguistics’’ is going to be prepared (№ 4, 2017, № 1, 2018) (RSCI and ERIH).
The papers (the materials of the speech) must be prepared before the beginning of the conference (deadline: July 1st 2017).
Organizing committee reserves the right to decline application forms, that do not comply with the thematic fields of the conference or that are not meet the requirements.
Arrangement fee for the participants from Russia and Belarus: 1000 rubles.

Arrangement fee for other countries: 25 €. 
Please notice that for technical reasons it is possible to include your materials in the collection only after the registration fee is paid.
Publication of the materials
July 1st, 2017 is the last date of sending materials to the collection of papers (not more than 6000 characters) to the responsible editors of the collection of papers: Ekaterina Alexandrovna Sheglova, Alexander Alexandrovich Malyshev (languagemassmedia@mail.ru). Please follow the technical requirements. 
Total volume of the publication – not more than 6000 characters with spaces 
File format: .rtf.
Format: А4.
Margin: 2 cm from all sides.
Font: Times New Roman.
Size: 14.
Line spacing: 1,5.
Indents: 1,25.
Formatting of the body of the article: full justification, portrait layout, no page numbers, no syllabification. For editing special symbols (formulae, transcription, etc.) – standard Microsoft Office setting. Please, do not use footnotes, illustrations, figures and tables.
References should be put in square brackets, according to the following standard: author`s name, year of publication after a comma, and page after a colon [Lariohina, 2005: 65].
The "References" section formatting: after the body, with the headline Literature in the center, without numbering, in alphabetical order.
Title formatting: 
· Name, patronymic, surname, next line – full name of the university: on the left side, in lower-case letters.
· Name of the paper – in the center, no indents, lower-case letters. 
· Abstract should contain no more than 250 characters with spaces. 

· Key words – it is better to use 3-4 key words.
· After the full text (after the “Literature” part) the article’s header complex in English is applied (authors, organization, name of the article, annotation, key words) using the same formatting as in Russian header. 
For articles in English please use the same order in “mirroring” (first the English header, than the Russian one). 
For all articles published in Slavic languages: the header complex (including annotation) must be done in English, because in scientometric databases all the metadata items are presented in English.
September 30th, 2017 is the last day of submitting articles (based on the materials of your report) for publication in the “Media Linguistics” journal. Articles should be designed in strict accordance with the current requirements and sent to the address of the panel discussion leaders (please check the website for the latest version of the “Media Linguistics” journal’s formatting standard:   http://medialing.spbu.ru/world_of_medialinguistics/52.htm). 

All manuscripts submitted by the journal’s editorial board undergo double-blind peer review: each manuscript is assessed by two external academic peers, competent in the subject area to which the article is related; anonymity is provided for both authors and reviewers.
