The proceedings of the conference in an extended format (in Russian or English) will be published in journals "Media linguistics" (RSCI and ERIH), "Russian Law Journal" (RSCI on WoS platform), “Philosophical Sciences” (RSCI on WoS platform). Materials for publication in the scientific journals should be made according to their specifications.
The papers prepared for publication (up to 6 000 characters, see technical requirements) must be submitted for consideration until September 1, 2019 by sending e-mail to Victoria Vasilyeva: language.in.massmedia.2019@gmail.com. The topic is Conference "Language in the coordinates of the mass media"
Organizing committee reserves the right to decline application forms, that do not comply with the thematic fields of the conference or that are not meet the requirements.
Publication of the materials
September 1st, 2019 is the last date of sending materials to the collection of papers.
October 1st, 2019 is the last day of submitting articles (based on the materials of your report) for publication in the “Media Linguistics” journal. Articles should be designed in strict accordance with the current requirements: https://medialing.ru/reglament-podachi-publikacij and sent to the address of the panel discussion chairs.
Articles are double blind peer review according to the editorial rules.
Technical requirements for the articles in the collection (ISSN RISC):

Total volume of the publication – not more than 6000 characters with spaces 
Text editor – Microsoft Word.

Format: А4.
Margin: 2 cm from all sides.
Font: Times New Roman.
Size: 14.
Line spacing: 1,5.
Indents: 1,25.
Formatting of the body of the article: full justification, portrait layout, no page numbers, no syllabification. For editing special symbols (formulae, transcription, etc.) – standard Microsoft Office setting. Please, do not use footnotes, illustrations, figures and tables.
References should be put in square brackets, according to the following standard: author`s name, year of publication after a comma, and page after a colon [Lariohina, 2005: 65].
The "References" section formatting: after the body, with the headline Literature in the center, without numbering, in alphabetical order. (A heading in the center: References)
Title formatting: 
Name, patronymic, surname, next line – full name of the university: on the left side, in lower-case letters.
Name of the paper – in the center, no indents, lower-case letters. 
Abstract should contain no more than 250 characters with spaces. 

Key words – it is better to use 3-4 key words.
After the full text (after the “ References” part) the article’s header complex in English is applied (authors, organization, name of the article, annotation, key words) using the same formatting as in Russian header.
For articles in English please use the same order in “mirroring” (first the English header, than the Russian one).
