	The purpose of the discussion is to speak about the specifics of media grammar as a scientific direction. Media grammar is based on the characterization of specific media grammatical features of national languages. The selection of means of functional semantic categories realization in the media text is carried out under the influence of both universal factors (intentionality, theme, communicative situation) and under the influence of cultural and speech codes and concepts of the national culture.

The reality constructed in the media speech is determined by the modality and communication and also contains both verbal and non-verbal components that complement each other or are in contradiction relationship.
