	The point of the historical approach is to study the history of the formation and development stages of the object on the basis of the modern science achievements in order to its nature better understanding. The diachronic aspect in publicistic style study allows not only to identify the characteristic stylistic features of journalistic texts of previous time, but also to make their comparison with modern media texts, for which the predecessor texts (both in aggregate and sometimes at the level of specific texts) were a historical basis, an important link in the chain of genre and stylistic continuity. Thus, the style specificity dynamics of changes is in the field of the researcher’s view. In the discussion, the historical text is proposed to be considered in the coordinates of social space and time, in the light of the achievements of modern linguistics, taking into account of the approach to publicistic text as fundamentally polycode and existing in both oral and written veriants. The issues of reports can be focused both on large-scale processes of a global nature and on the contribution made to the development and formation of journalistic speech by individual representatives of Russian journalism.
