File name: Panel discussion moderator_Author.doc (or .docx).

Total volume of the publication – not more than 6000 characters with spaces (this requirement is key)

Margin: 2 cm from all sides.
Font: Times New Roman. Size: 14.
Line spacing: 1,5. Indents: 1,25. Paragraph spacing: 0. Width alignment.

No page numbers, no syllabification. 

Please, do not use illustrations, figures, tables and footnotes. References should be put in square brackets, according to the following standard: author`s name, year of publication after a comma, and page after a colon [Lariohina, 2005: 65].

Title formatting: 
Name, patronymic, surname, next line – full name of the university: on the left side, in lower-case letters.

Name of the paper – in the center, no indents, lower-case letters. 
Annotation should contain no more than 250 characters with spaces. 

Key words – 3-5 key initial words.
Header complex in English (authors, organization, name of the article, annotation, key words) using the same formatting as in Russian header. For articles in English please use the same order in “mirroring” (first the English header, than the Russian one).

The text of the article (up to 6 thousand characters with spaces).

References (a heading in the center): only reference literature is allowed, up to 5 sources. An unnumbered list in alphabetical order. No more than two references to the works of the author or co-authors!
